1. Why is Paul’s backstory important to his speech? Are there other places in the New Testament where Paul recounts similar information? Verses 1-5.
2. Acts 9:7 says Saul’s traveling companions heard something on the Damascus road, but Acts 22:9 says “they did not hear the voice.” Is this a contradiction? Verse 6-13.
3. What did Ananias tell Saul to do? When did he have this trace and what was its message? Verses 14-21.
4. Why would the commander order that Paul be “examined under scourging”? Verses 22-24.
5. What stopped the scourging and caused the commander to fear? Verses 25-30.
