1. Explain the phrase “The Passover of the Jews.” What sort of business were “those who sold sheep and oxen and the money changers” doing? Verses 13-14.
2. What did Jesus do to the sellers and moneychangers, the sheep and oxen, and the money and tables? What did Jesus say? What scripture did this incident bring to mind for the disciples? Verses 15-17.
3. Why did the Jews ask Jesus for a sign on this occasion? What did Jesus mean by “this temple”? What does John mean when he says, “they believed the Scripture and the word which Jesus had said”? Verses 18-22.
4. What did the water become? How did this happen? What did the master of the feast say after he tasted the wine? Verses 8-10.
5. Explain the following phrases. Verses 23-25.

“Many believed in His name”

“Jesus did not commit Himself to them”

“He knew all men, and had no need that anyone should testify of man, for He knew what was in man”
