11. If God is the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, and yet he is not the God of the dead, what does that say about Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob? Verses 26-27.
12. What was it about the answer to the Sadducees that put the Scribes (Pharisees) in good enough humor to ask Jesus another question? Verse 28.
13. What did Jesus identify as the first and second commandments? Verses 29-31.
14. Was Jesus pleased with the scribe’s response? Verses 32-34.
15. Do you think it is likely that the scribe entered the kingdom when preached by Peter on the Day of Pentecost? Verse 34.
16. Why were the scribes and others offended when someone called Jesus the Son of David? Verses 35-36.
17. According to Jesus, did David speak by inspiration? Verse 36.
18. If David called Christ his Lord, as in Psalm 110:1, how could Christ be David’s son? Verse 37.
19. What feature of Jesus’ teaching is important for teachers to remember? Verse 37.
20. For what would the scribes receive greater damnation? Verses 38-40.
21. Why did Jesus purposely behold how the people cast money into the treasury”? Verse 41.
22. What would be the value of the poor widow’s offering? Verse 42.
